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Columbia wants OECD membership while unionists are being killed
Columbia - the world's most dangerous country for labour unionists - is asking for membership in the OECD.  But labour leaders are objecting. The OECD is an organization of 34 mostly economically rich countries. The labour leaders are pointing to Columbia's horrendous anti-union record. In the last 20 years some 4,000 unionists have been killed in the country.  Each year more union activists are killed in Columbia than in the rest of the world combined.  And the government does little to bring the murders to justice. I talked to John Evans about Columbia's request to join the OECD. Mr Evans is the General-Secretary of TUAC - the Trade Union Advisory Committee of the OECD. I asked him about TUAC's position on Columbia reqeust to join the OECD.
