Mr Ryder is the first labour leader to head the ILO in its 95 year history.

In other news: In the United States 250 drivers working for the global delivery company UPS have been re-instated after a two month strike. The workers were dismissed after they walked off the job for 90 minutes to protest the unjust firing of a fellow driver. The driver was also re-instated. However the workers had to accept a 10 day suspension as part of the agreement.  Hundreds of thousands of workers marched through the streets of Paris and Rome over the week-end. They were protesting the austerity policies of their governments.  In Bangladesh a leading labour activist trying to unionize garment workers was attacked Friday April 11. Hasina Akter was attacked by a group of men, had her clothes torn and was threatened with rape. In 2009 Ms Akter was disfigured when acid was thrown in her face.
