The International Labour Organization - the ILO - has condemned labour abuse in Qatar and demanded that the country act protect its one million migrant workers immediately. The ILO is the United Nations agency concerned with matters of work in the world. Qatar - a small Gulf state - is building the facilities for the World Cup of Football -soccor - scheduled for 2022. The ILO's demand for change in Qatar was supported by the International Trade Union Confederation, the ITUC. Sharan Burrow is the general-secretary of the ITUC.

The largest labour federation in the United States - the AFL-CIO - has released a report showing that the Chief Executive Officers of US corporations in 2013  made 330 times more money than the average American worker. Of all the Western countries the United States has the greatest income inequality.  In South Africa the union representing 70,000 workers at the country's three biggest plantinum producers has promised to continue its 12 week strike despite a refusal by management to bargain. The Association of Mineworkers and Construction Union has started a strike fund for its members. The union is asking that wages by doubled over a four year period to $1,188. Around the world unions are holding demonstrations to protest the safety record of the Anglo-Australian mining corporation Rio Tinto. The demonstrations are being organized by the global union federation IndustriALL.  Kemal Özkan the assistant general secretary of IndustriAll told the media that many deaths at Rio Tinto operations such as the 33 deaths in Indonesia last year could have been avoided.
