Union leader killed in Mount Everst avalanche

In one of the worst disastors ever recorded for a climb up Mount Everest 12 workers were killed in an avalanche on Friday April 18. The dead include the leader of Nepal's trade union of guides known as Sherpas. Dorje Khatri is best known in the international labour movement as the labour leader who unfurled the flags of many union organizations on top of the mountain. These included the flags of his national union centre GEOFONT and the International Trade Union Confederation - the ITUC. Here is Mr Khatri speaking in a video recorded in 2011 just after the climb in which he planted the ITUC flag at the top of the highest mountain in the world.
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Mr Khatri was a strong support of action to confront climate change. He saw the effects climate change was having on Mount Everest.
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The guides who accompany climbers up Mount Everest are using the disastor to renew their calls for better wages and insurance payments. They currently earn about $400 per climb.  They are also asking for improved  measures to ensure speedy rescues and treatment facilities for guides.

In other news Chinese police arrested dozens of workers marching in support of a strike by 30,000 employees of a shoe factory on Friday April 18.  The strike, which is the largest in the country's recent history, began April 5. The workers are demanding that the Taiwanese-owned factory provide social security payments. In Turkey unionists trying to pressure the government to allow May Day rallies in the the central square of Istanbul were attacked by police. Thirteen union leaders were arrested as they attended a rally near the square.The government has banned demonstrations in the square since 1977 when 37 May Day demonstrators were killed.  The Building and Woodworkers International global union federation has launched a week of action to prevent accidents at work places.  The campaign is a leadup to many events to be held on April 28 - the international day for safety and health.
