In other news. In the Chinese city of Shenshen thousands of workers employed by the public transport company are on strike. They are demanding a fair wage system, payment of owed overtime, fewer working days and the end to a scheme wheby they have to pay for vehicle damange. In Cambodia 4,000 garment workers have been on strike for four days. Workers from three factories in the country's south-east region have been been demanding a 50 dollar bonus the companies promised to pay.  In Mexico workers at the Teksid Hierro auto factiry have been beaten up for trying to organize a union. The company, which is part of the Fiat Chrysler Group, hired 800 thugs to stand outside of a meeting and beat people as they exited. The workers are trying to join the Los Mineros unions.
