The ITUC is the organization which represents national union centres at the world level. It has been at the forefront of the campaign to have governments address climate change in ways that provide a just transition for workers to a greener economy. Climate change demonstrations were held all over the world on Sunday September 21. The largest was in New York where almost 300,000 people marched, including many trade unionists. I talked to Anabella Rosemburg about trade unions and climate change. Ms Rosemburg is the ITUC policy officer responsible for issues related to work and the environment.

Many labour organizations held meetings prior to the demonstrations. One of them was organized by Public Services International in New York. PSI is the global union federation of public sector unions. Rosa Pavanelli is the General-Secretary of the PSI.

Another speaker at the meeting organized by the PSI in New York was Naomi Klein – the author of No Logo and the Shock Doctrine. She has just released a new book called “This Changes Everything”.  In it she argues that the current design of capitalism is seriously endangering efforts to fight the effects of climate change.

In other news: National Nurses United - the largest organization of registered nurses in the US has started a fund-raising campaign to help nurses treating ebola patients in Africa. The campaign is aimed at providing health care workers with the protective clothing and equipment they need.  In Germany workers at five Amazon.com warehouse centres have started a two-day strike. The company has been refusing to sign a new collective agreement with the workers' union Ver.di. Tens of thousands of public sector workers marched through the streets of Montreal on Saturday September 20th. They are protesting cuts in their pension plans. In India workers employed by the global delivery company DHL are staging a sit-in. They say the company has been fighting their union by transferring activists to work sites hundreds of miles away from their homes.
