Corporations to take over public services in new trade deal
ILO says long-term unemployment will increase poverty
Just a few days after 50,000 people in Europe and the United States demonstrated against an EU-US trade deal members of the the European Parliament have been told to oppose negotiations on another more wide ranging treaty. The EU-US trade deal is called the Transatlantic Trade and Investment Partnership – TTIP. It is being opposed by America's largest central labour federation the AFL-CIO. But Rosa Pavanelli told a meeting of European Parliament speakers that another trade deal may be even more dangerous. It's called TISA - the Trade in Services Agreement. Ms Pavanelli is the General-Secretary of Public Services International. The PSI is the global union federation which represents public employee unions at the world level. TISA, which will affect 70 per cent of the world's trade in services is being negotiated in secret. Ms Pavanelli.

Ms Pavanell told the speakers  of the European Parliament that labour organizations are most concerned about the special courts that would be set up for corporations. The courts are to be established under the process called ISDS – Investor-State Dispute Settlement. Corporations will be able to use these courts to sue if they think their profit-making efforts have been hindered by government action.  Here once again is Ms Pavanelli.
