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ILO says world faces permanent unemployment and insecure jobs

The world is facing a long period of permanent unemployment and a dramatic shift to temporary, part-time work. That’s the conclusion of the International Labour Organization. The ILO is the UN agency which is concerned with matters of work in the world. It is very strongly supported by  labour unions mainly because it is operated in a tripartite fashion by representatives of governments employer groups and labour unions. The ILO has announced that its priority over the next few years will be to study the changes in the world of work – especially permanent unemployment - and come up with solutions. Guy Ryder is the Director-General of the ILO. He is the first unionist to head the organization in its 96 year history. 
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The ILO has now embarked on a project to better understand the future of work. RadioLabour will have a report on this project in a second programme which will be broadcast tomorrow, July 30.
