Australian unions are opposing a trade deal with China
In Australia unions are opposing a so-called free trade deal with China. Last week about 1,000 unionists in Sydney demonstrated against the deal saying that it would threaten local jobs, wages and working conditions. The deal was signed by the right-wing government of Tony Abbot in June. Unions have been running TV ads against the deal.

The trade deal will cut and eliminate tariffs on a wide range of Australian exports to China, including dairy, seafood, coal and wine. But the workers who participated in the demonstration opposing the deal are worried because it allows China to bring in foreign workers on projects worth more than $150 million – without any testing or vetting. 

Transforming economies to respect rights of women workers
The United Nations has released a new report which shows how economies can be transformed to respect the rights of women workers. The study entitled "Progress of the World's Women" was produced by the department of the United Nations informally known as UN Women. Daniel Dickinson of UN radio reports.
