IMF says anti-unionization cause income inequality
The International Monetary Fund is about to release a report which acknowledges that when unionization declines income inequality rises. The IMF is a global organization of 188 countries focussed on economic activity.  The report argues that a lack of unions weakens the earnings and bargaining power for middle and low-income workers. At the same time de-unionization increases the income share of corporate managers.  The reason income inequality is a problem according to union economists is not only because it's unfair. Income inequality also hinders long-term economic growth - which creates jobs. To some right-wing economists increased income for the rich is beneficial because CEOs - Chief Executive Officers - are "job creators." But that's not true according to Robert Reich, a former Secretary of Labour in the United States
