Labour begins countdown for Bangladesh compensation plan

It has been almost two years since the Rana Plaza disastor in Bangladesh which killed 1,200 mostly young women garment workers and injured more than 2,400. But the victims or their families are still waiting for a compensation plan to be completed.  One of the organizations leading a countdown campaign to raise money for the garment workers is the global union federation Industriall. The countdown is headed to the two-year anniversary of the disaster, April 24. I talked to the General-Secretary of Industriall, Jyrki Raina. I asked him why his organization considered a countdown campaign necessary.
