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L20 union leaders call for funding to fight climate change
UK labour mobilizes to stop anti-strike legislation

Union leaders from around the world will be meeting with government representatives of the G20 group of countries in Turkey this week. RadioLabour’s senior correspondent, C. Marie Ainsborough, has a report. 

[ The union leaders group known as the L20 will be meeting with government labour and finance ministers this week to lobby for action on unemployment, inequality, the rise in perilous work, and other issues. The L20 is the parallel union group to the G20 group of countries which meet to discuss global economic matters. The G20 finance and labour ministers will be meeting in Turkey this week, September 3 to 5th. One of the major demands of the union leaders is more government support for public investment in social and physical infrastructure. The L20 estimates that expansion of public infrastructure investment by 1% of GDP across the G20 could create up to 3.8% more growth over a five year period compared to current policies. Particular emphasis say the union leaders, should be placed on addressing climate change. The meeting of the finance and labour ministers is being held in Turkey because the country will host the conference of G20 national leaders in November of this year. This is C. Francis O’Grady is the General-Secretary of the British Trades Union Congress – the TUC. She is leading a national campaign to stop the introduction of a new law which will severely limit the right to strike in the country. The law, being brought forward by the UK’s right wing Conservative government, will make it even more difficult to hold fair strike votes. It will also allow workers from temporary employment services – known in the UK as agency workers – to be used as strike breakers.
