In the Report this week, 150 million workers in India join a nation-wide general strike, 25,000 in Indonesia march for a decent minimum wage, British unions fight a right-wing anti-strike law, and our LabourStart correspondent reports about union struggles around the world. This is RadioLabour.

In India 150 million workers staged a one-day general strike on Wednesday September 2. They are members of 14 unions in 10 central labour federations. Reports of clashes with police were reported from all regions of the country and thousands of workers were arrested. The general strike affected services such as banking and transport plus the supply of power, gas and oil. Reasons for the wide-spread support for a general strike varied by employment sector  – such as the privatization of banks. But two factors are prominent: the rise in prices and the government’s attempt to restrict the right of workers to form unions and bargain collectively.  

In Indonesia workers have been fighting for a decent minimum wage. RadioLabour’s senior correspondent, C. Marie Ainsborough, reports on the latest action.
