Education in UN goals a major labour victory
The International labour movement has succeeded in making sure that free, public education is one of the goals for the United Nations over the next few years. The UN has set Sustainable Development Goals – known as SDGs - to be reached by 2030. They include quality education and fair treatment for teachers and other education workers. The inclusion of education in the UN’s goals is a major achievement of the global union Education International. EI represents some thirty million education workers who are members of about four hundred organisations in one hundred and seventy countries and territories. The global union conducted an extensive  campaign over the past two yearswith events all around the world, to make sure that quality education was considered as one of the goals to be adopted. Its efforts succeeded when the UN voted to include education as one of its 17 long-term goals. Just after the vote, on Friday September 25, Susan Hopgood, the President of Education International addressed the delegates at the UN Assembly on behalf of the international labour movement.
