The need for the campaign is in part due to the country’s right-wing government’s attack on  unions. Last year the government established a Royal Commission with the biased title of The Royal Commission into Trade Union Governance and Corruption.  In the year long investigation which has heard more than 400 witnesses only a very few cases of inappropriate behavior has been uncovered. Still the Commisson’s work is casting an unfavourable light on labour unions in the country. And so the need for a publicity campaign to answer the falsehoods and remind people of the essential work unions do. Here are a few of the workers speaking out in support of unions in Australia.
