In the Report this week: unions in the UK fight against Britain’s exit from the European Union, a new labour law in Cambodia will make conditions even worse for the country’s unions and workers, thousands of unionists celebrated international health and safety day and the LabourStart report about union events around the world. Thursday April 28 was the international day to remember workers who have died on the job and remind the world why the fight for better health and safety standards is crucial. One of the most horrible on-the-job industrial accidents took place three years ago when a garment factory building in the Rana Plaza in Bangladesh collapsed. 1,200 workers - mainly young women – were killed. Some 2,500 were wounded. After the disaster the international labour movement forced clothing brands to support a programme called the Accord on Fire and Building Safety to improve the state of garment factories in the country. I talked to Jenny Holdcroft the Policy Director of the global union federation IndustriALL. I reached her just after she  participated in a demonstration in Dahka, the capital of Bangladesh which called for more government action. I asked her what IndustriALL and unions in the country want the government to do.
