Every year about two million adults become infected with HIV – the condition which may lead to AIDS. AIDS – is a disease which greatly lowers resistance to infection and cancerous tumours. Unions around the world used World’s AIDS day, December 1, to re-energize their campaigns to eradicate HIV-AIDS. One of the unions at the forefront of the labour movement’s campaigns to eliminate the disease is the International Transport Workers Federation. The ITF represents some  4.5 million transport workers from 150 countries. Dr. Asif Altar is the HIV/AIDS Co-ordinator for the ITF. I asked him about the HIV-AIDS campaign the ITF has been operating. 
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As well as fishers and transport workers the ITF has also been focussing on seafarers. Jebsen Gamido is the president of the Global Pinoy Seafarers Plus in the Philippines. He is especially concerned about young seafarers.
