A major study of labour conditions in coffee plantations has found continued widespread use of child labour with children as young as  five years old forced to work. The study, entitled “Brewing Up” was conducted by the respected NGO Finnwatch based on Helsinki. It looked at conditions in Honduras, India and Brazil. I talked to Finnwatch researcher Anu Kul ta lah ti about the report. I asked her first about conditions in Honduras.
