In Brazil a former president and labour leader has been maliciously charged with corruption by right-wing forces angry at his commitment to the poor and workers. Luiz Inácio Lula da Silva – known popularly simply as Lula – has been indicted on charges of corruption. With no credible evidence presented Lula has been charged with allegedly masterminding a one million dollar bribery and kickback scheme. Labour unions in Brazil and around the world are supporting Lula saying that he is being victimized by very powerful right wing forces who want to return Brazil to corporate controlled facism. One of the international labour organizations supporting Lula is Industriall. Industriall represents 50million union members working in a wide spectrum of sectors from mining to garment production. Kemal Özkan is the assistant general-secretary of Industriall.
