One of the unions calling for action by the UN’s Human Rights Council is the American Federation of Teachers. The AFT represents some 1.6 million members working as educators and other public employees. I talked to AFT president Randi Weingarten.  I asked her to describe what happened to the student teachers in Mexico.
