In the United States labour unions are fighting plans by the ruling right-wing Republican party to dramatically cut tax rates for corporations. Both the Senate and the House of Representatives have agreed to plans which will cut the official corporate tax rate from 35 to 20 percent while increasing taxes for the middle calls and the poor.
