In the latest incident Ms Al-Sharif was detained by the authorities who then confiscated her passport. She had been scheduled to attend a conference in Morocco organized by the International Transport Workers Federation, the ITF.  

Just recently support for Ms Al-Sharif was given by delegates attending the biannual conference of “women in male dominated occupations and industries” - WIMDOI.
