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Right-wing in US pushes anti-worker tax bill

In the United States the right-wing Republican party is taking advantage of its control of Congress to push through a tax reform bill which will hurt working people and increase income inequality in the country. A vote on the tax bill is expected before the end of the year. Unions are fighting back by mobilizing their members against the legislation.  Organizing the efforts at the national level is the AFL-CIO – the largest labour federation in the US. It represents some 12 million members in 56 unions.
