In the Report this week: a major breakthrough in negotiations for garment union leaders fired in Bangladesh, unionists demonstrate on the global day for social justice and how unions in Texas are fighting attacks on automatic payroll deduction arrangements. This is RadioLabour.

{audio There has been a major breakthrough in efforts to halt the attack on garment worker unions in Bangladesh. The government has been trying to clamp down on unions in the garment sector even harder because of a strike by thousands of workers in December. The workers were demanding an increase in the minimum wage to a living wage – something they and their families could live on. The negotiations with the Bangladeshi government were conducted by the global unions UNI and Industriall. Industriall represents some 50 million workers employed in a wide range of sectors from mining to manufacturing to garment production. I talked to Valter Sanchez, the General Secretary of Industriall  about the negotiations with the Bangladeshi government. I asked him what happened.}
