Millions of jobs could be created by investing in infrastructure and care

[ audio: A new report by the International Trade Union Confederation shows that investing in physical infrastructure such as bridge-building and caring for people such as the elderly could create more than 40 million new jobs. The ITUC is the organization which represents national labour centres at the world level. The report looked at six countries including South Africa, China, Brazil and India. A previous study of OECD countries showed that an investment of 2 per cent of a country’s GDP would increase employment by up to six per cent. Most of the new jobs would by taken up by women. Male employment would also be increased. Sharan Burrow is the ITUC’s General-Secretary.

The ITUC report also highlighted the extent of gender bias in economic thinking. Spending on physical infrastructure, which employs mainly men, is seen as an investment. But spending on caring for people, which provides jobs for women, is seen as a cost.
