Hundreds of unionists from around the world are among the 5,000 delegates attending the 106th conference of the International Labour Organization in Geneva. The Conference, is being held June 5th to 16th. The ILO is the UN agency focussed on matters of work in the world. It is seen by the international labour movement as a crucial instrument for building support for workers world-wide because it is one of the few global bodies where unionists help govern the organization. The ILO functions as a tripartite body with representatives from governments, employer groups and labour unions. The Director-General of the Organization is Guy Ryder, the first unionist to lead the organization in its 98 year history. He was the General-Secretary of the British Trades Union Congress, the TUC. The theme of this year’s conference is the future of work. In his opening speech to the delegates Mr Ryder made it clear that there is a direct connection between climate change and future jobs.
