There are growing concerns that even more workers will be injured or even killed as stadiums for global games such as the FIFA World Cup of Football are being built. The World Cup will be hosted by Russia in 2018. FIFA is the world body which regulates the sport. Meanwhile stadiums are being built for the 2020 Olympics in Japan and the 2022 World Cup in Qatar. The global labour body which is working to help the thousands working on the stadiums and other facilities is the Building and Wood Workers International.  BWI represents some 12 million workers who are members of more than 300 unions in 130 countries. I talked to Ambet Yuson, the General-Secretary of BWI. I asked him about the facilities and the people working on them.
