In the report this week thousands of public employees march for decent wages, the world economy is losing trillions because many women cannot find paid employment, more workers are likely to die as they build stadiums for global games, and the LabourStart Report about union events around the world. June 23 is Public Services Day and hundreds of thousands of public employee are using the day to fight for pay increases and quality public services. I talked to Rosa Pavanelli, the General Secretary of Public Services International. The PSI represents some 20 million workers who are members of more than 600 unions in 154 countries. I asked Ms Pavanelli if conditions for public service workers had changed for the better in the last year.
