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40,000 strike AT&T in US for fair wages
The workers want decent health care
And an end to sending work out of the country

In the United States almost 40,000 workers are on a three-day strike against the communications giant AT&T. They are employed in the Mobility section of the company with about half working in call centres. The nation-wide strike started on Friday May 19 after the union – the Communications Workers of America - accused the company of refusing to bargain for fair wages. The CWA says AT&T is sending call-centre jobs out of the country and sub-contracting work to non-unionized, lower-paying companies. Chris Shelton is the president of the CWA.
