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Representatives of 350,000 port workers meet in London
90% of goods traded around the world are carried by ships

Ninety per cent of goods traded around the world is carried by ships. But none of those goods would reach people if it weren’t for dockers loading and unloading the 50,000 merchant ships in the world. The global union which represents the dockers is the International Transport Workers Federation. The ITF dockers’ section represents 350,000 port workers who are members of 221 affiliated unions. Representatives of the dock workers are meeting in London this week. Paddy Crumlin, is the president of the ITF and also the National Secretary of the Maritime Union of Australia. He reported about the proceedings of the London meeting.
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One of the dockers at the London meeting of the ITF is Ashley Bordignon from the International longshore and warehouse union of Canada.
