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10 per cent of world’s children trapped in child labour
75 million children are used in hazardous work
UN wants an eradication of child labour by 2025

About 10 per cent of children in the world – some 152 million – are trapped in child labour. Of those almost half are in hazardous work. That was the stark reality faced by delegates at the Fourth Global Conference on the Sustained Eradication of Child Labour in Argentina, November 14 to 16. One of the speakers at the conference was Christie Hoffman, the Deputy General-Secretary of the global union UNI. UNI represents some 20 million workers who are members of 900 trade unions active in the skills and services sectors.

Another speaker at the conference on the eradication of child labour was Guy Ryder, the Director-General of the UN’s International Labour Organization. Mr. Ryder is the first unionist to lead the ILO in its 98 year history.
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The United Nations has adopted an agenda which calls for the elimination of all forms of child labour by 2025.
