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Using global agreements for decent work in the future

A central question of our times as technological change intensifies is the future of work. What sort of jobs will be eliminated, what sort will be created. To better understand these questions the UN’s International Labour Organization, the ILO, has been conducting a series of conferences on work in the future. Unionists have been participating throughout these conferences because the ILO is operated as a tripartite organization led by governments, employers and trade unionists. One of the unionists who attended a recent conference on the subject was Valter Sanchez, the General-Secretary of the global union IndustriALL. Industriall represents workers in a wide range of sectors including mining, manufacturing and garment production. Mr. Sanchez emphasized the negotiation of global agreements between multinational corporations and global unions such as Industriall.
