Trade unionists are meeting at the Commonwealth Heads of Government meeting in London this week, April 16 to 20. The Commonwealth is an intergovernmental organisation of 53 states that are mostly former territories of the British Empire. One of the unionists attending the conference is Ernest Nadome. Mr Nadome is the National General Secretary of KETAWU – the Kenyan Electrical Trades and Allied Workers Union.
