Perhaps the countries most endangered by climate change are small island states. The difficulties for these countries are exacerbated because of their small geographical area, isolation and exposure. They suffer effects such as rising sea-levels, altered rain patterns, and storm-surges. Because these factors can have significant effects on employment labour unions are often at the forefront of climate change responses. To find out how small island states are coping with climate change I talked to Toni Moore. Ms Moore is the General Secretary of the Barbados Workers Union. Barbados is part of the Caribbean  region of small islands. I asked Ms. Moore how her country, Barbados, and the rest of the Caribbean are confronting climate change.
