For the first time member states of the United Nations have agreed on a framework for the global governance of migration. The breakthrough came in July when the states endorsed the Global Compact for Safe, Orderly and Regular Migration. To understand the effects the new Compact will have I talked to Jin Sook Lee. Ms Lee is the Migration, Gender and Campaigns Director for the Building and WoodworkersGlobal Union. The BWI represents 12 million members in more than 330 unions around the world. I asked her first to describe the situation concerning migrants around the world.
