One of the sectors most at risk of negative automation effects is transportation. Unions in the sector are grappling with what to do with Uber-like app services, driverless trucks and airplanes that fly themselves from airport to airport. One of the labour organizations which has been studying the phenomena is the International Transport Workers Federation. The ITF represents some 20 million transport workers in 150 coountries.
