For the first time labour in Europe has started court action against the European Commission. The European Public Service Union, EPSU, is arguing that the Commission is illegally refusing to bring an agreement made by the social partners – the unions and the employers – to the whole European Council of member states. EPSU represents labour unions with 8 million members in 28 European countries. The Commission acts as the executive body of the European Union with responsibility to bring forward legislation and manage the day-to-day affairs of the EU. I talked to Jan Willem Goudriaan about the situation. Mr. Goudriaan is EPSU’s General Secretary. I asked him about the unprecedented action by the Commission to not forward to the whole Council a decision that had been made between the employers and the unions.
