After World War Two much of the UK was in a ruined state and needed lots of people to help it recover. It invited thousands of people to come to Britain as workers in the reconstruction. Many of those workers were people of colour from countries in the Caribbean or other parts of the Commonwealth. Now those workers are being told that they must return to their country of origin. It’s being called the Windrush scandal after one of the ships that brought the workers to the UK. I talked to Zita Holbourne about the situation. Ms Holbourne is the National Chair of an advocacy organization called Black Activists Rising Against Cuts, known by its acronym BARACK UK. I asked Ms Holbourne to describe what’s become known as the Windrush scandal.
